The California State University shall offer undergraduate and
graduate instruction through the master's degree in the liberal arts
and sciences and professional education, including teacher
education. Presently established two-year programs in agriculture
are authorized, but other two-year programs shall be permitted only
when mutually agreed upon by the Trustees of the California State
University and the Board of Governors of the California
Community Colleges. The doctoral degree may be awarded jointly
with the University of California, as provided in subdivision (c) and
pursuant to Section 66904. The doctoral degree may also be
awarded jointly with one or more independent institutions of higher
education, provid~d that the proposed doctoral program is approved
by the California Postsecondary Education Commission. Research,
scholarship, and creative activity in support of its undergraduate and
graduate instructional mission is authoriZed in the California State
University and shall be supported by the state. The primary mission
of the California State University is undergraduate and graduate
instruction through the master's degree.
