
Here are several documents about rock and roll for you to examine. First 
are four album covers that all come from the þrst two decades of the rock 
and roll era. Take a look at them and think about what they say about 
rock and roll, and about the musician whose music they are advertising.
    The second selection is the lyrics to òRocket 88ó by Jackie Brenston 
and his Delta Cats, come from the song that some people feel is the þrst 
rock and roll song ever recorded. Read them, and think about what they 
might mean.
    Next is the lyrics to òRainy Day Women #12 and #35.ó This Bob Dylan 
song is one of the þrst protest songs of the 1960s. Try to þgure out what 
the lyrics mean. In particular, what does he mean by the word ôstonedõ? 
Does he mean the same thing every time he uses that word?
    The þnal selection is an interview with Bob Dylan, from 1968, was in 
one of the þrst issues of Rolling Stone magazine. What is Bob Dylan all 
about?
